- PIONEERING EFFORTS

During Rebecca’s tenure at the City of
San Antonio, she created the Water
Conservation program by implementing
an elementary school education
program, procured City acceptance of
the Water Recycling concept, established
the first watering day program for
drought response and worked with the
legislature to require low-flow toilets

in new construction. These first steps
also pointed to the need for better
coordination with local water purveyors.

Also, Rebecca was the point

person in developing an Edwards
Aquifer protection program for land
development over the recharge zone.
This culminated in establishing an Office
of Water Resources to oversee the City’s
responsibilities for water resources and
water quality.

- SAN ANTONIO WATER SYSTEM
Rebecca also broke new ground

with the creation of SAWS. She was
responsible for the research and
presentation to City Council of various
options for developing the framework
for the new organization. In turn, the
Council required establishing a new
area of water responsibility—Water
Resources Supply and Quality Planning
and Implementation. As the first Chief
of Water Resources, she led the way in
assembling a staff, work programs for
both water supply and quality initiatives
including Edwards Aquifer protection,
Conservation, Regulatory compliance
and new source discovery, all under the
umbrella of a fledgling department in a
new organization.

Ms. Cedillo assured the preparation,
outreach and assurance of passage

and full funding of the City’s first
successful long term water resources
plan for the region to provide new
sources to the City of San Antonio. Her
responsibilities included development
and implementation of the 5oyear water
resource activities such as: conservation,
recycling, drought management,
alternate source acquisitions and project
management. Programs included
education and community outreach for
employees, schools and residential and
business customers as well as oversight
of several citizen’s advisory committees.
Her direct responsibilities also covered
environmental assessments, economic
development, land use master planning
and regulatory compliance issues related
to water and wastewater permitting.
